A five-year training program fully accredited by the Ac-
creditation Council on Graduate Medical Education. We 
accept five residents annually through the National Resi-
dent Matching Program. 

This program includes a full-compliment of children’s 
services with treatment areas at the Main hospital and 
nearby at Carrie Tingley Children’s Outpatient Hospital. 
The nearby Veteran’s Administration Medical Center and 
Sandoval Regional Medical Center provide additional sites 
for resident rotations.
